LMPC Comment

The Parish Council would like to extend an open invitation to the new owners to meet with the Council to discuss the concerns local residents and Councillors have regarding the development of The Kings Head.
The Parish Council reiterates its comments from the previous planning application.  The Council are pleased to see the Kings Head retained as a local amenity but the increase in number of covers and the corresponding car parking provision is not suitable.  The suggested idea of double parking is not feasible and would cause congestion problems as customers try and access their cars.  The number of staff car parking is also not enough for the number of staff which will be needed on site. This will result in displaced parking into Church Road and surrounding roads in Little Marlow Village.  These roads are incredibly narrow and will not be suitable for extensive parking.  It is worth noting that the adjacent small car park at the Recreation Ground may not be used for overspill parking from the Kings Head.  Parking at the Recreation Ground is purely for users of the Pavilion only.

It has been suggested that there may be a possibility to increase parking provision for the Kings Head by driving along the access road and parking at the bottom of the Kings Head Garden in an area of hard standing.  We do appreciate that this would be subject to planning permission.
