	3. Planning Report

a) To consider the Planning Proposal of 17/05274/FUL – Kings Head, Church Road, Little Marlow.
The Clerk informed the Councillors that the Parish Council has received a number of correspondences in relation to the planning application.  The Council discussed at length the proposal for the Kings Head.  The Council was pleased to see that the Pub would be developed and not lost as an amenity.  There was concern regarding the parking provision, deliveries & noise issues.  
The Council considered the views of the parishioners and RESOLVED to submit the following comment to Wycombe District Council:

The Parish Council is pleased to see that the Kings Head will be developed and remains an amenity for the village.

There are areas of the proposed development which is cause for concern:

Parking - The Design and Access Statement has no detail about the parking provision. There is already a shortage of parking at the Kings Head with the proposed increase in covers this will only exacerbate the problem. The Pub is located in narrowest part of Church Road - cars from the Kings Head already impede the access to neighbouring properties and this will only get worse.

This will also hinder access for emergency vehicles.

Licensing Hours - The Parish Council requires clarification on the Licensing hours proposed -currently Mon to Sun 23.30 & Saturday 22.30. Is this correct?

Noise and odour - with the proposed refurbishment of the kitchen areas we have concerns regarding noise pollution to neighbouring properties.

Deliveries - We have concern regarding delivery vehicles moving from and onto the A4155 as it is a busy road.
