Parking - The Design and Access Statement has no detail about the parking provision. There is already a shortage of parking at the Kings Head with the proposed increase in covers this will only exacerbate the problem. The Pub is located in narrowest part of Church Road - cars from the Kings Head already impede the access to neighbouring properties and this will only get worse. This will also hinder access for emergency vehicles.

Licencing Hours - The Parish Council requires clarification on the Licencing hours proposed -

currently Mon to Sun 23.30 & Saturday 22.30. Is this correct?

Noise and odour - with the proposed refurbishment of the kitchen areas we have concerns

regarding noise pollution to neighbouring properties.

Deliveries - We have concern regarding delivery vehicles moving from and onto the A4155 as it is a busy road.

	18. Reports from Meetings from Outside Bodies

a) ALF – Athletics Track

Cllr Brownridge and the Clerk met James Cavalier, Sports Development Manager at Active In/ALF on 10 March. The meeting was at Mr Cavalier’s initiative as he wanted to update the Council on developments at the Athletics Track. A solution has been found to the exclusivity issue which is acceptable to the Athletic Clubs, WDC and ALF. They are doing a big drive to encourage more people, particularly the casual users, to become members. For £80 per annum, members will have access to the  Track from 0630 to 1900 on Mondays to Fridays and from 0700 till dusk at weekends. They are talking to Marlow United Football Club about the possibility of the 5-8year olds doing their midweek training at the Track and the 9-12 year olds holding some of their matches at the Track. 
b) WDC Clerks Meeting

The meeting had a presentation regarding the County Council Elections in May. There was also a question and answer session regarding WDC proposal for a unitary authority.  There was a lot of frustration and the delays in the decision being made at Central Government.
c) Marlow Society  

WDC have obtained permission and funding for a new swimming and pool and café at Court Gardens in Marlow. 
d) WDC Local Plan Stakeholders’ briefing, 15 March

The purpose of this briefing which Cllr Brownridge attended was to give an update on where matters stand on the Local Plan and provide a brief overview of the government's housing white paper. Slides from the briefing are available on WDC’s website. WDC received over 3000 responses to last summer’s Consultation exercise. The sites which aroused most comments included two sites of interest to LMPC - Hollands Farm and Slate Meadow. WDC are now in the process of finalising the evidence base they need to submit to the Inspectors. The areas they are still working on are transport infrastructure, particularly in relation to Bourne End, flooding, the Green Belt assessment and the AONB report. They are also considering the implications of the new Housing White Paper for the Local Plan. The Plan will be submitted to Cabinet in the next few months. It will then be available on the website and another Stakeholders session will be held. Once the Plan has been approved by Cabinet and Full Council, there will be a six week period for representations to be made as part of the Statutory consultation. The Plan plus the evidence will then be submitted to the Inspector and this will be followed by an Examination hearing led by the Inspector. The Inspector may recommend “Main Modifications” – if so these will be consulted on before the Inspector issues his Final Report and the Plan is adopted.

e) WDALC, 23 March 

Cllrs Brownridge and Falk represented LMPC at this meeting. Following the death of Cllr Brian Swain, the position of Chairman is now vacant. No-one was prepared to take on the role. The Deputy Chairman will stand in for the time being. There was a long discussion about the future of WDALC. It was agreed that its priorities should continue to be training, networking, exchanging views about topical issues of concern to PCs and lobbying.
